We follow a structured curriculum in accordance with the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) creating a positive transition for young children into primary education.

Information Pack 

Introduction 
At Caversham Nursery we aim to provide a friendly, and safe environment which children can find stimulating and challenging, and where enjoyment and fun are linked with discovery and learning. We are committed to delivering the highest standards of care that will develop and improve each child's quality of life and increase his or her potential to succeed in life. To this end, we only select the most experienced staff so that you can be reassured that your child is receiving the best possible care. We are flexible to your requests and the needs of young children and we always aim to work in partnership with parents, so that you can have a direct input in your child’s education. 

Our staff are passionate about children and we view nursery education as the most important step in their lives. We look forward to the opportunity to welcome you and your child to our nursery. 
Our Nursery

Our nursery is based at Vadnie Bish House, 33-43 Caversham Road, Kentish Town in a dedicated facility apart from our regular community services. It has its own separate building with separate rooms with it own services for the under 2’s and for the over 2 to 5’s. Including dedicated out door facilities and play area for each group.   

We also have a nursery in Gospel Oak, south of Kentish Town. Parents living  nearer to Gospel Oak may wish to consider registering your child there. 

We have extensive experience in running programmes for under five year olds as we have been providing Sure Start services for many years. The nursery will employ a high ratio of staff to ensure that children attending the nursery are given an excellent start to their education. The curriculum is planned carefully to provide a wide range of exciting play opportunities and to develop a child’s interest and needs. 

Daily Opening Times

We offer flexible provision to suit your personal circumstances. We are open Mondays to Friday 7:30am to 6:30pm

Morning sessions commence at 8:00am and end at 1:30pm and afternoon sessions commence at 1:30pm and end at 6:30pm. 

Staffing & Reporting

Staff will operate on a shift basis where required. Our staff prepare individual and tailor-made curricula for each child, and submit regular progress reports for parents. In addition we organise an annual open-day where parents have the opportunity to meet formally with staff. Parents can arrange an appointment at anytime if they wish to receive more regular feedback on the child’s progress or to report any concerns or new issues which require additional support. We actively promote an open culture where parents have the opportunity to play an integral role in the nursery’s services.  

Health & Safety

Regular inspections of the nursery premises and all equipment are made to ensure that they meet fire and safety regulations. The nursery is fully insured. Insurance certificates and fire clearance details can be inspected in the main entrance of the nursery. Any accidents that occur in the nursery are recorded and parents are asked to read and sign the book. If an incident happens at home the nursery must be made aware and it will be recorded in our existing injury book.
Daily Activities

Our nursery includes a varied programme of play and learning activities including arts and crafts, games, role-plays, literacy and numeracy skills, cooking, story-telling, music, singing, dancing and outdoor play. A full schedule of activities is prepared in advance by nursery staff and available for parents to see. 
Curriculum

Our nursery curriculum is based on the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) as published by the Qualification and Curriculum Authority. This curriculum folder is now used by most Early Years practitioners and divides learning into six areas. In addition it highlights the ‘footsteps’ along which each child progresses towards the Early Learning Goals. We keep these learning objectives in mind when planning activities in the nursery. Within the group, all the children are supported in learning at their own pace and our key person system enables the staff to ensure a planned curriculum tailored to the needs of each individual child. By means of developmentally appropriate play activities, we offer a curriculum, which enables children to progress towards early learning goals. 
Communication, Language & Literacy

In both small and large groups, children are encouraged to extend their vocabulary and fluency by talking, listening and responding to stories, songs and rhymes. Children are helped to understand that written symbols carry a meaning, to be aware of the purposes of writing, and when ready, to use drawn and written symbols themselves. Opportunities to do this are always available – notebooks during role-play, writing books and copious supplies of paper are made available for any purpose. A well stocked book corner gives every child the opportunity and encouragement to become familiar with books, to be able to handle them and understand that they can be used as a source of reference and for story-telling.

Personal, Social & Emotional Development

Within a nurturing environment, children are individually supported in developing confidence, autonomy and self-respect. They are encouraged to co-operate and share with children and adults in the group, as well as to play independently.
Through activities, conversation and practical example, they learn acceptable ways to express their own feelings and to have respect for the feelings of others. All children are given the opportunity to take

responsibility for themselves, as appropriate, as well as the property of the other children and adults in the group. The children have daily circle time where thoughts and feelings, achievements and celebrations can be discussed and shared.

Record Keeping 

Observations are carried out on a regular basis by your child’s key worker and are linked to each child’s record book. Key members of staff will also complete the child’s Foundation Stage Profile which is filled in gradually during the time he or she is in the nursery and then sent on to his or her Primary School. Apart from recording what the child can do in each of the six areas of the curriculum, we record children’s all round development, with a strong emphasis on any milestones they have reached. It is our policy to share information on children’s development in house, but also request parental consent to seek advice from other professional bodies to enable us to provide the best skills to enhance your child’s all round development. 
Meal Times & Snack Breaks

We provide regular snack breaks where we offer young children, milk, water and juice, as appropriate, and a selection of fruits and fresh vegetables. For full-day nursery provision, we have a healthy eating menu that caters for the various religious dietary requirements.
Nursery Costs – Government Funded Service

All children of 3 and 4 years who are resident in the London Borough of Camden are entitled to a maximum of 15 hours (5 × 3 hour morning or afternoon sessions) of free nursery provision per week, up to a maximum of 38 weeks per year during term-time only. 

Parents can top up the number of hours or weeks of nursery provision by selecting additional sessions through our private service outlined below. 

There are certain age-related conditions to access free nursery care:

If your child reaches his/her 3rd birthday between 1 April and 31 August your child can commence nursery in the AUTUMN TERM
If your child reaches his/her 3rd birthday between 1 September and 31 December your child can commence nursery in the SPRING TERM
If your child reaches his/her 3rd birthday between 1 January and 31 March your child can commence nursery in the SUMMER TERM
How to Apply

In order to secure a place at either our nursery for 3-4 year olds, you need to complete an Application Form and submit it to us as soon as possible. We expect high demand, and early applications will be prioritised.
